e In Spanish 1, students are introduced to the culture, to the sounds and basic grammar of the language of
the Spanish -speaking countries. Students practice the four skills (listening, speaking, reading and
writing).By the end of the course, they are able to speak in short sentences in response to a teacher's
question. Students understand Spanish spoken at a normal tempo by their teacher and are able to read
short paragraphs based on familiar vocabulary and topics. In addition, students write short, simple
sentences and describe action in various time frames. Included in this course are many topics that
interest teenagers, such as introductions, school life, family, food and restaurants, giving dates, clothing,
shopping, describing a house, planning a party, sports, staying healthy, sending email, daily routine,
discussing vacation and leisure activities. Students also investigate several Hispanic countries.

At Middle School this course is designed to prepare a student for Spanish II or Spanish I Part 2.
